I asked myself this question one night after my fifth foster
dog left for his forever home. It is somewhat hard to see
them go, because they have been a part of my life for awhile.
I know in my heart now they will be well adjusted animals
in our society. My first foster dog was a Plott Hound/Lab
mix named Luken. He had been adopted out previously and
returned a few days later. I happened to be at the shelter the
day he was returned and I decided this would be my first
foster dog. This was a dog that should have gone to a foster
home first prior to going to a forever home. Luken would
not go through doors and go outside if there were gunshots
from the gun club. CCHS does not have a really long list of
foster homes and not every home is the perfect situation for
every pet. After coming to my house, Luken spent most of
his days the next two weeks hardly coming out of his crate.
His crate was his only comfort zone. Coming to CCHS as a
stray, we had no idea what Luken had been exposed to in the
past but soon we found out that was very little. After
exposing Luken to ceiling fans, vacuum cleaners, doorways,
cupboards slamming, etc., he started coming around very
slowly. Luken decided that living in a house with dogs and
loving people was a great thing. Luken spent three months
with us and then was adopted by a wonderful Veterinary
school student that lives in Ohio. The other dogs that have
benefited from our foster home are Honey (Gracie), Rye,
Chance, and Magnum. CCHS currently has some animals in
foster care: Pamoo (8 year old Akita) and Brittany (5 year
old DSH). Consider adopting an animal in foster care or if
you think you might be interested in fostering a dog or cat
and making a positive difference in their lives, please
contact me at bailliesm@verizon.net and I can provide more
information.

Zoey’s Success!

Zoey and her sister Lily arrived at CCHS on July 29th. They were rescued from an Indiana shelter where they faced euthanasia due to
lack of space. When Zoey was a young puppy, she contracted a deadly virus called parvovirus. When a puppy contracts parvo, they must
be isolated from other dogs and their contact must be limited with people to minimize the chance of spreading the virus to other dogs. The
shelter where she was at was able to treat her and her siblings and they miraculously survived.
The treatments did take a toll on Zoey and her siblings. The lack of contact with the outside world made them very shy and reserved.
They arrived at CCHS at the age of 8 months old. They were very shy and didn't trust people. New surrounding frightened them. Zoey
was a bit more trusting of people than her sister. They both needed to be leash trained and taught that human touch was something to
crave not something to fear. With time and patience we were able to leash train both pups and find them loving homes. Zoey was adopted
first, followed by Lily in December.

She also loves to go to Grandpa's house for
some treats on football Sundays. She is about 95% potty trained and goes right into the pen when she is let outside to do her duty and
comes in the house just as good. We decided to put up an extendable 5 ft. gate in the kitchen which her area is pretty close to crate size
and she loves it as well. At first it was kind of iffy but now she goes straight there when we say "kitchen" and she waits for us to slide the
gate shut. She is still sleeping there for fears of an accident in the middle of the night. She is getting pretty "regular" so hopefully in a
couple of months she will be able to be with us at night as well to sleep. She loves greenie treats when she goes "poops" outside.....ha ha
ha. She is a very smart little girl that's for sure and our pride and joy. She loves to be hugged and get lots of kisses. I would say her
shyness towards others is about 85% gone now. I am so thankful for the opportunity to have her in our lives and we have you to thank for
that! Jim says we will have to bring her by this spring sometime for a visit with you. You will be surprised at how far she has come.

"Baby It's Cold Outside"

As I've bundled up early these past few mornings to take my dogs out
in the sub-zero temperatures, I've wondered how cold it actually feels
to them. They are indoor dogs, venturing outside to do their business,
for numerous walks throughout the day, and for games of fetch and
tag in the backyard, again on numerous occasions throughout the day,
and perhaps to join my children as they sled down our front
driveway, should there be adequate snow for this sort of thing. But
not lately. With high temperatures reaching only the single digits and
wind chills into the 20 and 30 below zero range, our outside
playtimes and walks have been drastically shortened, much to the
dismay of my lab and german shepherd! And so each morning, I've
pulled the hat over my ears, the scarf up around my face, zipped my
coat and we've headed out. The dogs seem ok. Every once in awhile,
one of them will pick up a paw and limp for a few steps - especially if
they are just coming out of the snow. And my shepherd will shake his
head as the wind must go right down those big ears of his. But other
than that, they've shown little to no signs of discomfort. But as my
fingers start to sting under my leather gloves and I turn for home, I'm
thinking that perhaps they might feel a little chilled, even under all
that fur.

We were spoiled this winter - for the most part, temperatures
remained above normal and there was little to worry about as far as
the comfort of our furry friends was concerned. However, winter isn't
over yet - and while we can hope that this cold spell is almost
through,

we still need to be vigilant in how we care for our animals during the
remaining winter months.

If your animals are not used to this cold weather and are indoor dogs or
cats, limit the time they do spend outside as their bodies are not
acclimated to such an extreme temperature change. Check their paws -
I know the salt trucks must have worked overtime on the streets where
we walk. Not only can it be painful if salt pieces become stuck between
the pads in a dog or cat's feet, but ingesting those same pieces is not
good for the animals. And speaking of not good for ingestion - clean up
any antifreeze leaks that you might have in your garage or driveway -
most antifreeze smells and tastes sweet to animals and so they eagerly
lick any antifreeze leaks or spills right up, but doing so can be deadly.

If your animals are already "outside animals," please make sure they
have a warm shelter out of the wind, access to a garage or your home
during the extremely cold temperatures, and have plenty of food and
drinkable (ie, not frozen) water.

As I finish writing this, I look over to my dog, curled up in a comfy
looking fur ball, asleep at my feet. And then I realize that I've got to
bundle up at least once more tonight and head out into the tundra - I'll
be bundled up to take care that I don't freeze, and I'll be sure that my
canine companions aren't out unprotected in the elements long enough
to freeze either!
