
 

 
 

 
Anaplasmosis:  Another Tick Transmitted Disease

I recently diagnosed a dog with Anaplasmosis that had been 
previously diagnosed with exercise induced collapse of Labrador 
Retrievers.  This disease usually presents in very healthy Labradors 
who collapse under very stressful of exciting times such as field 
trials or hunting.  After treating the dog for Anaplasmosis the owner 
indicated that the dog was much more active and eating much 
better.  The dog has not been hunting since treatment so it is 
difficult to tell if Anaplasmosis was associated with the collapse 
episodes.  We are hoping the treatment will help. 
 
The treatment for Anaplasmosis is the same as for Lyme disease.  
An antibiotic called Doxycycline is the treatment of choice. 
Amoxicillin may also work.   We usually prescribe a three week 
course of antibiotics.  Response to treatment has been quite fast in 
the cases we have seen.   
 
Prevention is very important when trying to control Anaplasmosis.  
Good tick control is vital to protecting your dog.  I prefer the topical 
prescription medications.  You can contact your veterinarian for 
these.  They are applied topically and usually last for a month.  
Checking your dog frequently for ticks is also advisable. 
 
There has been no link to the disease being transmitted from dog to 
people.  However, if you and your dog are in similar surroundings, 
the tick can transfer Anaplasmosis to people.  Take precautions in 
your trips to the field.  Make sure to take preventative measures to 
help decrease your exposure and to check yourself for ticks.   
 
I am quite sure I have under diagnosed Anaplasmosis over the last 
few years.  With the advent of a screening test, checking for 
Anaplasmosis has become much easier.  If your dog is showing 
symptoms consistent with Anaplasmosis, discuss the disease with 
your veterinarian and get started on treatment.  Early diagnosis and 
treatment is important in keeping your hunting buddy happy and 
healthy.  
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This spring we incorporated a screening test for 
Anaplasmosis into our spring tick and heartworm screening 
protocol.  When we started screening we started finding 
Anaplasmosis.  Many dogs were asymptomatic, but some did 
present with clinical signs that were consistent with 
Anaplasmosis infection.  As of this writing, May 2007, we 
have diagnosed over thirty cases of Anaplasmosis. 
 
Anaplasmosis in the upper Midwest is usually caused by a 
bacteria called Anaplasma phagocytophylum.  This bacteria 
is transmitted by the deer tick, similar to Lyme disease. 
 
Symptoms noted with Anaplasmosis infection are often non-
specific.  You may see a lack of energy, fever, lack of 
appetite, and lameness.  Less common symptoms are 
vomiting and diarrhea.  With chromic infections changes in 
blood counts can occur.  Very low numbers of platelets (cells 
associated with blood clotting) and low white blood cell 
counts may be seen.  The most common symptoms we have 
noted are dogs that are lame or just very sore and reluctant to 
move.  Many have also lost their appetites and are running 
fevers.  These symptoms are similar to Lyme disease except 
we can often not localize the pain to a joint.  It may be more 
of a non-specific pain such as muscle pain, although joint 
pain is certainly reported. 
 
We have also seen some unusual symptoms in dogs that have 
tested positive for Anaplasmosis.  We do not as of this time 
know if the more unusual cases are just coincidence or if the 
Anaplasmosis is part of the disease we are seeing. 
 
A colleague in Eau Claire told me of a case she saw where a 
dog was showing mild central nervous symptoms commonly 
known as star gazing.  The animal was positive for 
Anaplasmosis and no other reason for the central nervous 
symptoms were found.  The dog was treated for 
Anaplasmosis and recovered.
