"Kitten Season" is here—the time when shelters receive
so many unwanted kittens. You and your family can give
these kittens a loving start to a long life through our
fostering program. Many people want their children to
experience the miracle of life. This is one of the best and
most responsible ways to do this.

Every year the Columbia County Humane Society
receives many pregnant cats or cats already with litters of
kittens. The shelter is no place for kittens to grow up.
Kittens do not do well in shelters—they tend to become il
and some do not make it. Unfortunately, with all the
demands on the shelter staff, there is not enough time for
them to fully socialize these kittens to prepare them for
adoption. Foster families can change the course of these
kittens’ lives.

Foster parents always comment on how rewarding it is to
foster an animal. They make a difference for the animals
and countless lives are saved by these generous
families. The love you get back in return cannot be
measured. You and your family can provide a valuable
service with a little time and space. Small kittens too
young for adoption need lots of love and attention.
Mother cats with nursing babies benefit from a quiet
home where they can care for their little ones until they
are old enough to be adopted.

There are many reasons people become foster parents.
Some parents feel it's a way for their children to get
hands-on experience in caring for animals and to develop
an understanding of pet overpopulation and its
consequences. Other families may not be able to commit
to full-time pet ownership, but they enjoy sharing their life
with an animal for a short period of time. Some people
just love animals and want to give an animal in need the
same chance for a lifelong home that their pet was
fortunate enough to receive. Others love the energy and
entertainment a litter of kittens brings into their lives.

Whatever the reason, there’s one thing for sure . . .
fostering saves lives.

Fostering litters of kittens is one of our most critical needs
this time of year. If you have a spare room, you can
house a litter of kittens until they are old enough to be
adopted. The most important thing for foster animals is
lots of love and attention. They will need a warm,

clean space of their own, preferably separate from any
family pets. All family pets must be spayed or neutered
and current on vaccinations. If you rent, you must
provide proof that your landlord allows pets in your
residence.

To become a foster parent, follow these steps:

1. Pick up a foster application at the shelter.

2. Fill out and return the application by dropping it off at
the shelter or mailing it.

3. After your application has been processed, the foster
coordinator will contact you to set up an individual
orientation.

4. Upon completion of your orientation, you will be on
our list of approved foster homes. At that time, you
should make sure your foster area is "pet safe" and
that you have all the supplies necessary to care for
the type of animal you have indicated you would like
to foster. You will be contacted when an animal is in
need of a setting like your home.

Heartworm Disease

What Is Heartworm Disease?

Heartworm disease is a serious and potentially fatal
condition caused by parasitic worms living in the arteries of
the lungs and occasionally in the right side of the heart of
dogs, cats and other species of mammals. Heartworms are
spread from animal to animal by mosquitoes. Dogs and
cats of any age or breed are susceptible to infection.
Heartworm disease has been reported in all 50 states.

Signs of Heartworm Disease

For both dogs and cats, clinical signs of heartworm disease
may not be apparent in the early stages, as the number of
heartworms in an animal tends to accumulate gradually over
a period of months and sometimes years.

Recently infected dogs may exhibit no signs of the disease,
while heavily infected dogs may eventually show clinical
signs such as persistent cough, reluctance to exercise,
fatigue, reduced appetite and weight loss.

Cats may exhibit clinical signs that are very non specific,
mimicking many other feline diseases. Chronic clinical signs
include vomiting, gagging, difficulty or rapid breathing,
lethargy and weight loss.

How Do You Detect Heartworm Disease?

Heartworm infection in apparently healthy animals is usually
detected with blood tests for a heartworm substance called
an “antigen” or microfilariae, although neither test is
consistently positive until about seven months after infection
has occurred.

Heartworm infection may also occasionally be detected

through ultrasound and/or x-ray images of the heart and
lungs, although these tests are usually used in animals

already known to be infected.

Treatment

Usually, all but the most advanced cases of heartworm
disease can be successfully treated in dogs. Adult
heartworms are killed using an adulticide that is injected into
the muscle through a series of treatments. Hospitalization is
usually recommended during treatment. During the
recovery period, it is essential that exercise for the pet be
limited to leash walking, decreasing the risk of partial or
complete blockage of blood flow through the lungs by dead
worms. Reinfection is prevented by administering a
heartworm preventative.

Currently, there are no products in the United States
approved for the treatment of heartworm infection in cats, so
it is imperative that disease prevention measures be taken
for cats.

Heartworm cont...
Prevention

There are a variety of options for preventing heartworm
infection, including monthly tablets, chewables and topicals.
These products are extremely effective and when
administered properly on a timely schedule, heartworm
infection can be prevented.

Heartworm medications work by halting heartworm
development before the adult worms reach the lungs and
cause disease. Compared to the cost of treating an animal
with mature adult heartworms, heartworm prevention is safe,
easy and inexpensive.

Before starting a preventative program, all dogs that could
possibly be infected with mature heartworms should be
tested.

It is generally recommended that all cats be tested for both
antigens and antibodies (serology) prior to the administration
of a heartworm preventative.

Although heartworm disease can be deadly, it is completely
preventable with several products currently available through
veterinarians. It is your responsibility to faithfully maintain the
prevention program that you have selected in consultation
with your veterinarian.

Spay/Neuter Your Pets!

If you ever visit our shelter, you will notice at least 15 dogs and probably 75 -100 cats in cages waiting for forever
homes. Then when you leave the shelter you will sit down and read a paper and notice that there are at least 3 columns
of dogs for sale in the paper. Don't we have enough animals in this world? As it starts to get warmer the stray numbers
go up at our shelter too. Animals are more inclined to run and reproduce. Every year millions of healthy cats and dogs
are euthanized because there are not enough homes for all of them. Please spay or neuter your pets!

It is your responsibility as a pet owner to spay/neuter your companion. Spay/Neuter reduces the unwanted litters, but it
also:

- Increases the desire for your pet to stay home and not run away
- Reduces temperament problems, including urine marking and aggression.
- Reduces the chance of diseases of the reproductive organs, including testicular cancer.

The Bibi Fund

Bibi arrived at CCHS in April 07. She was rescued from another shelter because they were too full! It was discovered
shortly after her arrival that she was heartworm positive. She received treatment for the heartworms. Treatment was
going well, but she began to lose weight and became very thin. Bibi was taken back to the vet and he did a blood draw
so he could test her blood to see if he could find out what was wrong with her. It was discovered that her liver levels
were abnormal. The animal services scrambled to raise funds for our Veterinary Care Fund so Bibi could have surgery
to have a biopsy done. She was scheduled for the surgery for the biopsy. She was nervous about having surgery but
pulled through just fine. She has a very large scar to prove it! The results came back and there was damage to her
liver. Our vet prescribed some special medication to help the liver. She was also put on some natural remedies with the
supervision of her vet. At the end of October, Bibi had her last blood draw done and all her liver levels came back
normal! YES NORMAL! She is so excited and grateful that she was given the chance at a new life by the wonderful
Columbia County Humane Society. Bibi inspired us to keep the gift of a second chance alive. The following animals
have benefited from the Bibi Fund lately.

Summer Safety Tips

Never leave your pet inside a closed vehicle. The
temperature inside a vehicle can reach over 120°in a
matter of minutes, even if you're parked in the shade.
Heatstroke and death can occur within minutes. Play
it safe and leave your pet at home.

Never let a dog ride unrestrained in the back of a
pick-up truck. Dogs should ride either in the cab (in a
crate or a seat belt harness designed for dogs) or in
a secured crate in the bed of the truck.

If your pet is outside on a hot day, make sure there is
a shady spot available for him to rest in and stay
cool.

Always provide plenty of cool, fresh water.

Avoid strenuous exercise on extremely hot days.
Take walks in the early morning or evening, when the
sun’s heat is less intense.

Try to avoid prolonged exposure to hot asphalt or
sand, which can burn your dog’s paws.

Pets with light colored fur on their ears and/or light
colored noses are particularly susceptible to sunburn
and may require sunscreen on their ear tips and
nose.

Always supervise a pet when there is water nearby.
Never allow a dog to swim without supervision.

Keep pets off lawns that have been chemically
treated or fertilized for at least 24 hours (or according
to package instructions.)

Keep pets away from potentially toxic plants and
flowers.

Don't take your pets to crowded summer events such
as concerts, parades and fairs. The loud noises and
crowds, combined with the heat, can be stressful and
dangerous for pets.

Make sure your pet is current on vaccinations and is
wearing a collar with an identification tag.

Ask your veterinarian about effective ways to prevent
heartworm, fleas and ticks.

Spay or neuter your pets. Spaying and neutering
offers many health benefits.
