Rescue workers have heard many reasons for “putting out” 
companion animals.  Some of them are legitimate – some people 
know that they can no longer provide the care that their animal 
needs and/or deserves so they look to rehoming as the best option 
for their pet.    But when CCHS has to rehome a senior animal, new 
challenges become evident. 
 
In many cases, it is more difficult to find a new home for a senior 
animal than it is for say, a puppy or a kitten.  The “cuteness factor” 
comes into play, as does the number of years that this animal will 
have to live with a new family. 
 
In many cases, it is more difficult to find a new home for a senior 
animal than it is for say, a young adult dog or cat.  The activity level 
comes into play.  If you have an active lifestyle, chances are pretty 
good you’re going to want an animal to keep up with you – if you 
plan on spending any time with that animal that is. 
 
In many cases, it is simply more difficult to find a new home for a 
senior animal because of the emotions involved.  The family who 
takes this animal in does so knowing that they are opening their 
hearts to an animal who may not have many more years in them.  
It’s tough to lose an animal. 
 
In many cases, the senior animals need us the most.  We need to 
look past the cuteness factor and find the maturity in the eyes and 
the soul of the animal.  We need to be able to slow down a little 
everyday and take in some quiet with that senior animal.  That little 
bit of calm might help sustain us through our hectic days. We need 
to simply open our hearts and love them, because that’s all they 
really want – that’s all we all really want, isn’t it – no matter what 
our age. 
 
This issue of The Watchdog is devoted to our senior animals – 
those who have already found new homes and those who will end 
up at CCHS prior to finding their retirement home.  Let’s not throw 
away our senior companion animals – let’s look at the life they’ve 
had so far, and give them some fabulous retirement years. 
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The other day I ran into some friends who I hadn’t seen for 
awhile.  They’re dog people; in fact, our labs occasionally 
play tag together, so they noticed how gray Ranger’s face 
had gotten this past summer.  They questioned how old he 
was and were surprised when I said he’d be turning six next 
month.  Six is about middle-aged for a lab, so his whitening 
face gave him the appearance of a senior dog, as opposed to a 
40 something (in human years) canine.  It makes me sad 
when I see all the gray on his face – and yet I know that he 
has many more good years in him.  He’s got a good life 
where he’s at – he won’t want for anything and he’ll be with 
my family and me through his last breath.  This, 
unfortunately, is not always the case.   
 
Many companion animals, dogs and cats alike, will not see 
the happy retirement that Ranger will see.   Many senior dogs 
and cats will find their way to CCHS’ doorstep.  Part of this 
problem stems from the fact that we live in a throw-away 
society.  Everything we buy has been designed for ease and 
convenience.  When we are done with something, even if it’s 
not broken, we tend to throw it away.  In many cases, it’s 
cheaper, not to mention easier, for us to buy a new something 
as opposed to getting the old something fixed. 
 
Unfortunately, this mentality seems to have carried over from 
non-living entities to walking, breathing, barking and 
meowing things.  Our companion animals have become 
disposable.  That is very sad, but for those of us working in 
the animal rescue fields, that is a reality. 
 
“The cat had kittens – we didn’t want the cat to have kittens 
(sure, we could have spayed her, but then we would have had 
to make a vet appointment…) and now we don’t know what 
to do with the kittens – but they’re cats, they can fend for 
themselves.  And so we put them out.” 
 
“The puppy was so cute my daughter just had to have him.  
But he ate my favorite shoes, chewed on my table leg, and 
messed all over the carpet.  He was a lot of work – more that 
we expected.  And so we put him out.” 
 
“The dog is slowing down – she can’t keep up with my 
lifestyle anymore.  She’d rather sleep at the foot of the bed 
than join us for our morning jog.  And besides, she’s not as 
cute as she was years ago when she was a puppy.  Plus those 
vet bills will probably start adding up – who knows, as she 
ages she may become sick and we can’t have that.  And so we 
put her out.”

It seems surprising that so many older animals find their 
way to the shelter.  The reasons for their arrival number 
almost as many as the animals.  Many are surrendered for 
reasons like an owner passing away or moving, 
displacement by a new, younger pet, changes in the family 
such as divorce or remarriage, children going to college, 
illness, allergies and on and on.  And the honest truth is 
some people just plain don’t want them anymore. 
 
For some people, there would never be a good enough 
reason to give up a loved family member who has been 
their loyal companion through so many years.  For other 
people, the decision to give up a pet in hopes that it will be 
better cared for in the manner in which it deserves but they 
are unable to provide is the hardest decision they will ever 
make.  For still others, it’s no big deal – there are plenty of 
animals in the world to replace this one. 
 
Then there are our poor lost souls, who come to the shelter 
as older strays.  Again, the reasons vary.  Some are left to 
fend for themselves or for others to find and take care of 
and some have just simply lost their way. 
 
Whatever the reason, the lucky ones find their way to 
CCHS, where they can get the care they need and deserve, 
and wait for their Second Chance.  Sometimes they wait 
for what seems like forever.  They watch the people walk 
by day after day, hoping that someone will see them.  And 
they wait.  They watch the puppies come and go.  And 
they wait.  They watch the crazy teenagers come and go.  
And they wait. 
 
They patiently wait for the person who comes in and says 
“This dog is perfect – I want to take him home.”  This is 
the person who knows that puppyhood is fleeting, and 
comes with so much work.  While the new puppy is at her 
new home being housebroken and obedience trained, this 
person is reading his book until the older dog simply walks 
to the door.  While the teenage dog is getting walked two 
to three times a day, and still wants to play ball, this 
person knows that the older dog is happy with an after-
dinner stroll, a few fetches, and some belly rubs in front of 
the television. 
 
Their hearts may not beat as strongly, but they still beat as 
true.  Their eyes might not shine as brightly, but they’re 
still full of love.  For me, in terms of the love, adoration, 
love, wisdom, love, loyalty, love, appreciation, love, and 
companionship, our seniors aren’t old, they’re gold.

In late January, we had to put our 22 year old cat Gracie to 
sleep.  We had adopted her three years prior, and every day was 
a special gift. When Gracie passed away, we knew another 
petite little "grandma kitty" was out there that needed a nice, 
cozy retirement home.  Gracie was just one pet in a family of 
seniors and special need pets; we seek out the least likely to be 
adopted pets and/or those with the longest stays because we 
figure they need us the most. After looking on Petfinder.com 
for a few weeks, I came across "Tierney's" picture in the CCHS 
listings.  Tierney was a beautiful calico stray from Pardeville. 
Sure, she was just regrowing her coat after losing much of it 
after coming in with flea dermititis and she needed to gain 
some weight, but we don't care about things like that.  There is 
nothing more rewarding than adopting a senior or adult pet that 
has known the "good life" and letting them have it again. 
Tierney came home in February, and needed some nuturing as 
she did need a dental cleaning, had an ear infection, and a 
urinary tract infection.  But seeing her start to feel better and 
having her true personality come out was a great treat.  Like 
many of our pets before her, Tierney--now renamed River--has 
proven that myths like "old pets can't adjust to new situations" 
and "old pets don't do anything but sleep" are just that-myths.  
River is estimated to between 10 and 12 years old, but she is 
about as active as a 1 year old, running through the house, 
stalking sisal mice, and enjoying catnip.

For 
anyone considering adopting a cat, don't look over the adult 
pets...they will reward you ten-fold for giving them a second 
chance.
