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"Free to a Good Home"

A few months back I called on a "Free to a good
home" ad that I had seen in the classified section of our local
newspaper. I normally make it a habit of reviewing the pets
in the classified section every morning as I read the paper.
I’m looking because I am curious to see what the trend
seems to be in breeds, the number of puppies out there, and
what types of dogs we may be getting in the shelter over the
next few months - after all, puppies are cute but they are an
awful lot of work and when one is not prepared for that, the
decision to purchase a puppy is sometimes second-guessed
and the animal may eventually be surrendered to us.

Anyway, back to the classifieds, there it was, in
black and white, right in front of me: "Free to a good home."
I continued reading and, while I can’t recall the exact
wording of the ad, I do recall that the owner who placed the
ad was trying to rehome two labs. And so my interest was
further sparked as labs just happen to be the breed closest to
my heart. I called the number listed and tried to get a feel for
the situation. It seemed that the labs were in an environment
where the family felt that they could no longer give the dogs
the time and attention they deserved. To the woman’s credit,
she did seem truly concerned for the dog’s well-being and
genuinely distraught that she needed to find them a good
home, albeit no longer hers'.

Now while I knew that I personally could not take
these dogs, I was hoping that I could work with her and
place them through CCHS. I called her again after checking
the capacity at the shelter but could not reach her in person. I
left her a phone message and unfortunately did not hear back
from her. I am hoping that she did indeed find a GOOD
home for her dogs. Many times that is not the case with
these types of advertisements however. We have a fact sheet
at the shelter which we refer people to regarding "Free to a
good home" ads and some of the reasons I, and other shelter
staff and board members, cringe when we see these ads are
as follows:

* People tend to place a value on things based on the amount
of money they paid for that particular object - animals
included. If a person pays little to nothing for an animal and
they no longer care for it or end up abusing or discarding
that animal, how much money have they put into it? Not
much so the rationale becomes "there are plenty more where
that came from" so, based on this thought process, it really
doesn’t matter how the animal ends up being treated, or
mistreated for that matter.

* Sometimes "free" animals end up living in cages in
laboratories practicing various types of animal "research," from
cosmetic, household and chemical products, to textile products.
The animal transitions from being a family pet to a research
"guinea pig."

* "Free" dogs and cats of any size are often times taken and
used as bait animals to train fighting dogs how to proficiently
kill another living thing. This type of action is perhaps the one
that angers me personally the most. Not only are innocent
animals being put in danger and often die but other breeds (ie pit
bulls and other bully breeds) are being trained to fight and this
in turn promotes the stigma that all animals of these particular
breeds are vicious killers. This is simply not always the case. If
an animal is raised and trained correctly it can be the most
loving pet to most any human or other animal. If it is abused or
bred and taught to attack or kill, it will.

* Intact (unspayed or unneutered) purebred dogs often become
breeding stock for puppy mills. Puppies and dogs raised and
kept at puppy mills are often kept in tiny cages, unclean kennels
and other inhumane conditions and are repeatedly bred for the
sole purpose of generating income. Responsible, reputable
breeders SHOULD NOT be confused with puppy mill breeders.

* Often times people who take in "free" animals do so on a
regular basis and become collectors or hoarders. While this
practice may begin innocently enough, it can often escalate if
the animals are not spayed or neutered and two dogs or cats
become MANY in a very short time. This can quickly become
an overwhelming situation for the humans involved.

So what can we do? First of all, don’t advertise an animal as
"free to a good home." If you see an ad, or you have friends who
you know need to rehome their animal, for whatever reason,
encourage them not to place this type of ad. Refer them to the
reasons listed above or to the websites listed below.

Do spay or neuter your own pets. Our shelter policy is not to
adopt out any animals until they have first been spayed or
neutered while staying with us at CCHS. If your pet is currently
intact, please contact your vet and discuss this procedure in
order to prevent not only unwanted litters but also the medical
reasons for the surgery.

Do ask for at least a minimal adoption fee if you use the
classifieds to rehome your animal(s).

Do ask for references (vet and personal) from people
inquiring about the adoption of your pet.

Do contact breed rescues or local shelters if you need
assistance in rehoming your pet. Rescues and shelters can
often times provide additional veterinary care if needed,
plus spay or neuter your pet before placing it in an
appropriate home.

Do report any suspected incidence of dog fighting. Do not
try to approach the owners of the suspected dogs on your
own - people who put dogs together for the sole purpose of
watching them attack and fight, often until one of the two
dies, are not nice people. Unfortunately, dog fighting does
take place in Wisconsin. The Dane County Humane
Society is still caring for pit bulls taken from a suspected
dog fighting operation that was broken up a number of
months ago.

Do call the police and report animal abuse or suspected
abuse. Again, contact the authorities who are familiar with
Wisconsin law regarding what is and is not considered
abuse.

Do pass along this information to your animal loving
friends and family. Many people who place "Free to a
good home" ads have only the best intentions for their
pets, and often times people inquiring about these animals
mean well also - but many times they do not.

This morning as I was glancing through the classified
section of the newspaper, an ad caught my attention. I normally
review the pets that are for sale, looking at the trend in dog breeds,
number of puppies available, etc. Today was no different except for
one thing. Usually I don’t see much mention of kittens - occasionally,
but not on a daily basis. Today was different. Today this particular ad
caught my eye. As I continued reading, a thought crossed my mind. I
was wondering how many people know that the Columbia County
Humane Society is overflowing with cats and kittens. So much so
that our population of 118 (yes, you read correctly - 118) gives new
meaning to the phrase "it’s raining cats and dogs..." When you adopt
a cat from us you are not only giving an animal a new home, but that
animal will have already been spayed or neutered and updated on the
majority of their vaccinations before they leave the shelter. They will
have been cared for and handled by our shelter staff and have been
seen and treated by a vet should they have shown any symptoms of
needing necessary medical care. All of this for reduced adoption
fees* of only $21.10 (tax included) for an adult cat or $68.58 (again,
tax included) for a kitten 5 months old or younger.
