About once every six weeks or so my alarm clock
wakes me a little bit sooner than usual.  I’d like to say that it
was bright and early in the morning, but the sun is still
sleeping at 4 am, so there’s nothing bright about it.  And
that’s exactly when it goes off, at a very dark 4 am.  I get up,
shower and get dressed, wake my dogs to take them outside
- remember, it’s still dark out so even the two of them are a
bit hesitant to climb off the bed -  and finally remind my
husband that he has to get the kids to school by 8 am.  I’m
out the door with caffeine in hand and head to the humane
society.  For on this, my earliest day of the month, I need to
pick up one of my canine friends, who we will call “Rex” for
the purpose of this column, for a morning field trip.

Rex and I are off to the NBC television studio in
Madison for a interview on Christine Bellport’s Monday
morning pet segment.  CCHS is about one of six humane
societies that participate in this weekly segment, featuring a
different shelter and adoptable animal each week.

When I get to the shelter, it’s pretty quiet, and still
dark so unfortunately I have to turn on the lights and wake
everyone up.  I find Rex and we head to my truck.  Now, in
all the morning shows I’ve been on over the past year I have
not had one bad rider, knock on wood.  In fact, most of my
four-legged passengers have either ridden shotgun with me,
or have been so excited to go for a ride that they’ve tried to
help me drive by sitting directly on my lap.  (Good thing
there is hardly any traffic on the interstate at 5:15 am!)

We usually get to the station between 6:15 and 6:30
am, walk around the yard a bit, and then head into the break
room to wait.  One of the technicians gets my microphone
ready and then into the studio we go - ready for our close-up.
Well, ready for Rex’s close-up anyway - it’s still pretty early
in the morning for my close-up!

We get comfortable on either the chair or the floor,
depending on what Rex prefers, and I introduce him to
Christine and the Madison and Portage area viewers, with
the hopes of catching someone’s eye who will then in turn
visit the shelter and adopt said TV star (Rex, not Christine
that is!) We talk for awhile, although inevitably Rex will
snuggle up to Christine, oftentimes even giving her a big
canine kiss - all of which she takes in stride.  This is
understandable since Christine is a huge animal lover and
enthusiastic supporter of local humane societies.

Rex and I are grateful for this fact.  After our
interview, I return the microphone and Rex and I head back
to the truck.
