With his floppy hound ears asdvninkles of
excess skin, | knew there was an amazing dog hiokmgath all
of the anxiety. According to Luken'’s foster momerth wasn’t
much that didn't frighten Luken. | soon found thigt for myself.
He hated our ceiling fans, loathed the local tthat came near
the house, refused to walk in the dark, and evésohaeing
outside for long periods of time. And forget themstorms and
firecrackers, he would do all he could to hide frimse noises.
Because his background was unknown, we didn’t kndnat had
happened to make him so fearful. Our hearts bevkey time he
cowered from hearing a common noise such as aocwar dr the
banging of pots and pans. We could only hopehbatould
slowly realize that we were not there to hurt hémgl he didn’t
have to be afraid anymore.

Every day | would take him out fongpwalks and work
on walking not only nicely on the leash, but nolting to go back
home every time he heard something “scary”. Iktbion about a
week and the enticement of cut up hot dogs to &ere the
driveway without resistance.

| also started to take him out in the dark eveghhi At first
Luken wanted nothing to do with anything around hife wouldn’t
go to the bathroom, he wouldn’t sniff, half the ¢ifne wouldn’t even
want to walk and would just resist every time llpdlon the leash. |
tried to coax him with food, but the fear of evéiigy unknown around
him was too overwhelming. There were rare occasiomwhich he
would go to the bathroom in the dark, but thesesviiew and far
between.

Finally, after almost 3 months, Luken finally gamgside in
the dark with no resistance — well, unless | wake fnom a nap — and
does his business. The sound of car doors slamnaihgnger
frightens him, and he'’s finally becoming excitedemhthe sees squirrels
running around in the grass. His eating pattesiaaly becoming
regular now that he realizes what he may have bessing all those
years, and he never misses an opportunity to doarh his all tim
favorite snack — peanut butter. He’s becoming ncorefortable
around strangers, and even let a friend of mine ki on a walk by
herself when | was away all day.

Luken still has a long way to go, but has madedeam
bounds since the first day | met him 3 months afoere are still times
when noises make him jump, or being in the darkesdkm nervous.
Often times he still walks behind me when we gmondaily walks
around the neighborhood. But | can’t remembeldketime he tried
to hide in the weeds on the side of the road jasabse he didn’t know
where he was.

Luken loves to wrestle with his stuffed duck anaffsd
pheasant and fills my entire apartment with squegkbises at 7:00 on
Sunday morning. He will do anything for just &liof peanut butter,
and never misses an opportunity to sniff my foagnethough he never
gets any. He’s finally starting to learn that there he trusts people,
the more belly rubs, butt scratches, and treats det!

Luken has touched my heart and become my compaleispite all the
fear he may possess. | know that | can not chhiggeast, but can
only provide a future far better than anything heuld’'ve had before.
And as | look at him quietly napping on my bed, lile to end with a
quote that truly exemplifies mine and Luken’s rglaship. “A really
companionable and indispensable dog is an accafevdture. You
can't get it by breeding for it, and you can't fituyith money. It just
happens along."

A. By becoming a Columbia County Humane Societydioparent, you will provide temporary housing @ade for those animals that
may need a little more special attention to enthaethey become adoptable. Foster parents takieeorare of an animal for a
designated amount of time.

Q. What does a foster parent do?
A. By taking a foster animal into your home, yokean certain responsibilities. You will need toyde food, shelter and love for the
animal. The Columbia County Humane Society willpde vet care for the animal as well as behaviosainseling.

Q. Can | foster an animal if | am not home mosthefday?
A. Yes, do as you would do with your own animatss Imore beneficial for a foster animal to be olithe shelter and in a home. The
average foster animal, like your own pet, doesweetd constant attention or care.

Q. How long will | foster an animal?
A. Dogs are typically fostered until they are adaptCats are fostered until they are well enougtotoe back to the shelter.

Q. Am | the right person for the CCHS Foster Proiza
A. Volunteers that are dedicated to providing againg temporary home for these animals help usrnbst.
